Afterwards, we will
visit the Beer Garden to taste a wide
variety of beers, many of which you can’t
find in the US. After a couple of hours

in Tecate, we will head further south to
the Valle de Guadalupe. If time permits,
we will stop at three different wineries.
The first is L.A. Cetto. It is one of the
larger wineries in the area, producing
approximately one million cases of

wine each year. There is a picnic area
on the property, as well as a boutique
store where you can purchase cheese,
crackers, olive oil, and more. The second
stop is to a mid-sized winery, Monte
Xanic. Each wine is considered “unique,
flavorful, memorable.” If there's time, we
will head to Adobe Guadalupe, known
for its elegance and large hacienda
style building. Many newspapers and
magazines have claimed that the
wineries are as good (if not better) than
Napa. See for yourself!

ADULT HIGH SCHOOL

The Adult High School is designed for students 18 years of age or older who wish to complete the
requirements for a high school diploma or prepare to take the GED. Those under 18 who can benefit
from instruction are also allowed to enroll. Any student enrolled in a day high school (regular or
continuation) must meet the following criteria in order to take classes in MiraCosta's Adult High
School. He/she must be a credit or CAHSEE deficient student, 17 years old or older, who has attended
at least five semesters of high school. Day high school students must also present a Concurrent
Enrollment Permit signed by their day high school principal, counselor, and parent. The forms are
available at high school counseling offices, the Community Learning Center (CLC), MiraCosta’s
Admissions Offices, and online at miracosta.edu/ahsdp.

In order to place students in courses that best meet their needs, individual skills will be assessed.
English, reading, and math courses are also appropriate for persons who do not need a high school
diploma but wish to increase their skills in preparation for college classes, for employment or
advancement in the workplace, or for personal growth.

Student Right-to-Know Rates. in compliance
with the Student-Right-fo-Know and Campus
Security Act of 1990 (Public Law 101-542), it is

the policy of the MiraCosta Community College
District to make available its completion and
transfer rates to all current and prospective
students. Beginning in fall 2009, a cohort of

all certificate-, degree-, and transfer-seeking
first-time, full-time students was tracked over a
three-year period. Their completion and fransfer

rates are listed below. These rates do not represent

the success rates of the entire student population
at MiraCosta College, nor do they account for
student outcomes occurring after this three-year
tracking period.

Based upon the cohort defined above, 27.70
percent attained a certificate or degree or
became “transfer prepared” during a three-year
period, from fall 2009 to spring 2012. Students
who are “transfer prepared” have completed 60
transferable units with a GPA of 2.0 or better.

Based on the cohort defined above, 16.65 percent
transferred to another postsecondary institution
(UC, CSU, or another California community
college) prior fo attaining a degree, certificate,

or becoming “transfer-prepared” during a five-
semester period, from spring 2010 fo spring 2012.

Selective Service—Important Notice for
Male Students. Federal law requires men 18
through 25 years of age to be registered with the
Selective Service System (SSS).
