PARKING INFORMATION

Parking permits are required at the Oceanside, San Elijjo and Community Learning Center
(CLC) campuses of MiraCosta College Monday—Saturday. Students may park in any lot
marked Student or spaces marked Student on all campuses.

REFUND AND TRANSFER POLICY
