PARKING INFORMATION

•	 San Elijo Campus: A day pass may be purchased for $1. There is one parking permit 
vending machine located next to the College Police kiosk in the front of the campus.

•	 Community Learning Center: A day pass may be purchased for 50 cents. There is one 
parking permit vending machine located at the front of the parking lot across from the 
main building entrance. This machine takes exact change (no pennies).

•	 Technology Career Institute: A parking permit is not required. Parking is free.

REFUND AND TRANSFER POLICY

Saturday, June 15, 2019

Located 40 nautical miles from the Channel Islands National Park visitor center 
in Ventura, Santa Rosa is the second largest island in California at approximately 
53,000 acres in size. The island's relatively low profile is broken by a high, central 
mountain range, rising 1,589 feet at its highest point. Its coastal areas are variable, 
ranging from broad, sandy beaches gently sloping toward a dynamic ocean to 
sheer cliffs plunging toward the turmoil of a sea intent on changing the contour 
of the land.
