Parking Permits

Any student enrolled in a day high school (regular or continuation) must
meet the following criteria in order to take classes in MiraCosta’s Adult High School: he/she must be a credit-
deficient student, 16 years of age or older, who has attended aft least five semesters of high school. Day high
school students must also present a Concurrent Enroliment Permit signed by their day high school principal,
counselor, and parent. The forms are available at high school counseling offices, the Community Learning Center
