Under AB 705

Signed into law, Assembly Bill (AB) 705 
requires California Community Colleges 
to maximize the probability that students 
will enter and complete transfer-level 
coursework in English and math within 
a one-year time frame. AB 705 requires 
that colleges use one or more of the 
following measures for placement into 
math and English courses:
