
 
ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE  AP4236:  Advanced Placement Credit  
 
  
 
Any student who passes a College Board Advanced Placement (AP) examination with a 
minimum score of three in a subject matter will be awarded credit in a general education 
area with a subject matter similar to that of the AP examination. 
 
Course-to-course equivalency for AP examination is determined by the appropriate 
discipline faculty. 
 
If the district does not offer a course similar in content to an AP examination, the district 
will award credit in the General Education area shown on the California Community 
College General Education AP List.  If there is no General Education area that fits the AP 
Examination, the District may award elective credit. 
 
A student’s academic record will be annotated to reflect credit earned through an AP 
examination. 
 
The district shall post its Advanced Placement Credit procedure on the MiraCosta College 
website and in the college catalog. 
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
