WHEREAS, an affordable, accessible, and quality baccalaureate degree is important to assist 
the state in meeting the need for individuals in high demand technical disciplines that are 
increasingly requiring baccalaureate degrees; 

WHEREAS, an affordable, accessible and quality baccalaureate degree is important to 
increase college participation rates and improve workforce training opportunities for local 
residents who are unable to relocate because of family or work commitments; 

WHEREAS, the MiraCosta Community College District has the commitment and resources to 
accept the challenge of offering a baccalaureate degree in biomanufacturing. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the MiraCosta Community College District Board of 
Trustees enthusiastically supports the district's application as a pilot location for the 
baccalaureate degree program.
